Extended storage, such as for winter,
requires that you take certain steps to reduce
the effects of deterioration from non-use of
the motorcycle.

@ Change the engine oil and filter.

® Empty the fuel tank into an approved
gasoline container using a commercially
available hand siphon or an equivalent
method.

@ If storage will last more than one month,
carburetor draining is very important, to
assure proper performance after storage.

@ Gasoline is extremely flammable and is
explosive under certain conditions.
Perform this operation in a well-ventilated
area with the engine stopped. Do not
smoke or allow flames or sparks in the
area where gasoline is drained or stored
